UNDERGRADUATE SCHOLARSHIP APPLICATION
General Eligibility Requirements for Scholarships:

1. Applicant must be admitted to or enrolled as a full-time student in the School of Natural Sciences and Mathematics at the University of Alabama at Birmingham.

2. Applicant must have demonstrated solid academic promise in the School of Natural Sciences and Mathematics and UAB. (The required GPA is 2.5 for the God at the Speed of Light Endowed Scholarship.  A 3.0 is required for the Brockman Endowed Scholarship, Bauman Endowed Scholarship, and the NS&M Dean’s Leadership Scholarship).

3. Leadership ability and potential as demonstrated through extracurricular activities, job-related performance, or similar experiences may be considered in awarding these scholarships.

4. Applications and all supporting documents must be received by the Office of Development, UAB School of Natural Sciences and Mathematics, Room 464 Campbell Hall by 5:00 p.m. on March 1, 2009, to be considered for the 2009-2010 undergraduate scholarship awards.  
5. Scholarship applicants will be notified of the Scholarship Committee’s decision in April of 2009.
Administration of Scholarships:

1. Selection of scholarship recipients will be made by a School of Natural Sciences and Mathematics Scholarship Committee appointed by the Dean in accordance with these general guidelines and specific criteria for each scholarship.

2. The George F. Brockman, IV Endowed Scholarship is an annual award.  Recipients of the scholarship may not apply for the award in subsequent years. 

3. The NS&M Dean’s Leadership Scholarship is an annual award.  Recipients of this scholarship may apply for the award in subsequent years as long as they maintain the required 3.0 GPA.  Recipients are not eligible to receive funds from these scholarships during terms when they are not enrolled as a full-time student in the School of Natural Sciences and Mathematics.

4. The God at the Speed of Light Endowed Scholarship is also an annual award.  Recipients of this scholarship may apply for the award in subsequent years as long as they maintain the required 2.5 GPA.  Recipients are not eligible to receive funds from these scholarships during terms when they are not enrolled as a full-time student in the School of Natural Sciences and Mathematics.

5. The Bauman Endowed Scholarship in Physics is also an annual award.  Recipients of this scholarship may apply for the award in subsequent years as long as they maintain the required 3.0 GPA.  Recipients are not eligible to receive funds from these scholarships during terms when they are not enrolled as a full-time student in the Department of Physics.

6. These scholarship awards will first be applied toward the recipient’s tuition and fees (through the UAB Office of Financial Aid) for terms in which he or she is enrolled as a full-time student in a NS&M degree-granting program.  Any scholarship funds in excess of the amount required for tuition and fees will be disbursed to the student for books, supplies, or school-related expenses when the terms of the particular scholarship allow this.

7. Recipients of these scholarships are also eligible to receive other forms of student financial aid for which they qualify.

8. Availability and amount of these scholarships will vary from year to year.

It is the applicant’s responsibility to ensure that his or her letters of support have been received by the School of Natural Sciences and Mathematics Dean’s Office by the application deadline.

The George F. Brockman, IV Endowed Scholarship was created through memorial gifts from Mrs. Gladys Brockman, friends, family and colleagues in memory of George F. Brockman, IV, former professor in the School of Natural Sciences and Mathematics at UAB.  The Brockman Scholarship is a school-wide scholarship and is open to students currently enrolled in a degree-granting program in the School of Natural Sciences and Mathematics who have demonstrated solid academic promise and have at least an overall 3.0 grade point average.  The Brockman Endowed Scholarship recipient will receive an award of $1,250 ($625 disbursed each semester).

The God at the Speed of Light Endowed Scholarship was created by Dr. T. Lee Baumann in recognition of Dr. Baumann’s dedicated interest in quantum physics and the publication of his book, God at the Speed of Light, which focuses on the study of nature and light and Dr. Baumann’s theory of science and spirituality.  Dr. Baumann received his undergraduate degree from Vanderbilt University in 1976 and his medical degree from Southern Illinois University School of Medicine.  Dr. Baumann holds certifications from the American Board of Medical Management and the American Board of Internal Medicine.  He is currently a medical consultant in Birmingham, Alabama.  For 2009-2010 there are four (4) God at the Speed of Light scholarships available, one for an incoming freshman, one for a sophomore, one for a junior and one for a senior in a degree-granting program in the School of Natural Sciences and Mathematics who have demonstrated solid academic promise and have at least an overall 2.5 grade point average.  Scholarship recipients will be known as God at the Speed of Light Scholars and will receive awards of $1,250 ($625 disbursed each semester).

The NS&M Dean’s Leadership Scholarship is given by the Dean of the School of Natural Sciences and Mathematics.  The NS&M Dean’s Scholarship is a school-wide scholarship and is open to students currently enrolled in or admitted to a degree-granting program in the School of Natural Sciences and Mathematics who have demonstrated solid academic promise and leadership qualities, and have at least an overall 3.0 grade point average.  The NS&M Dean’s Scholarship recipient(s) will receive an award of $1,250 ($625 disbursed each semester).
