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Deadline


All case presentations from the 2008 SFU biannual meetings should be submitted no later than December 1, 2008.  Submission does not necessarily ensure publication but our goal is to try to publish all submissions.  Publication will be based on available space in the issue, the number of submissions, and the timing of the submission.
Format


Case reports should be no more than 500 words. Word count does not include title, authors, or references. Each figure should count as 150 words. Please submit in Word format.


All case reports must include the following:

· title

· authors - full names and degrees

· all author affiliations

· contributing author contact information, including mailing address, phone, fax and email

· Introduction

· Case Report

· Discussion

· References: Up to 5 references may be included. Please number all references in the order in which they appear in the text. All references must include the first three authors’ last names and initials (followed by et al if necessary), title of article, abbreviated journal title, year of publication, volume number, beginning and ending page numbers. Book chapter references must also include chapter title, book editor(s), book title, publisher and city of publication.
