Criteria for Appointments of Center Scholars, Center Affiliates, and Center Associates
Faculty who are interested in an appointment to the Pan American Health Organization (PAHO)/World Health Organization (WHO) Collaborating Center on International Nursing as a Center Scholar should submit a letter requesting an appointment to the Center Deputy Director. Criteria for Center Scholar appointments to the WHO Collaborating Center are the same as those used by several other centers on UAB campus. Appointments to the Collaborating Center require primary appointments in either the School of Nursing, or another academic unit in the university. Appointments will be made on the basis of:  (a) evidence of global health research and/or clinical scholarship; (b) active participation in one of the PAHO/WHO Collaborating Center activities or terms of reference; and (c) consent of the applicant’s department chair.  Each applicant will submit a curriculum vitae and a statement describing how his/her expertise will contribute to the goals of the WHO Collaborating Center. The Center Director will approve all appointments.

Scientists will be appointed as either a Center Scholar or a Center Affiliate; Center Scholars hold a primary appointment on the SON faculty, while Center Affiliates hold full-time appointments in other departments on campus.  Center Scholars are appointed as either a Senior Scholar (usually equivalent to that of the rank of a Full Professor); Scholar (equivalent to Associate Professor) or Associate Scholar (equivalent to Instructor, Assistant Professor, or new investigator). Center Associates are individuals who are not faculty at UAB but whose work has made a contribution to global health and supports the goals of the collaborating center.   Reappointments will be made every three years based on assessment of continued participation in global health research or clinical scholarship and contributions to the PAHO/WHO Collaborating Center.
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
