Tips for obtaining financial support for conference

1. Is there a student registration fee? 
There is not a student registration fee but a student may register at the Junior member fee if they are “prospective” members—not yet members of STTI. For members who are faculty or practicing nurses more than one year since becoming a member, they should register as active members. 
2. How can I find funding for faculty or students to attend? 

Your own STTI chapter may be able to help support funding such as the registration fee. We have asked all chapters in the Region to sponsor one Junior Board member (first year of STTI membership) to represent the chapter at the regional level in discussing issues related to new nurses. 
Sometimes the university or school student organizations have small scholarships for students who are presenting at meetings. Check with your student affairs office. The Dean may even have some discretionary funds for students presenting to conferences. 

3. Are there other ways to reduce travel costs? 
If several are traveling together there may be a university van that you could use. A faculty member may have to take the University safe driving course to drive it. 
Of course rooming together can reduce costs. If you need a roommate to share costs, send an e-mail to bucknere@uab.edu and I will try to send information to other attendees about room sharing.  

4. Are costs tax-deductible? Yes!!! Conference costs are deductible as educational or professional expense.
