1917 Clinic: Prevention & Testing Services
Focus on SHAPE (Sexual Health through Peer Education)

The 1917 Clinic’s mission is to provide compassionate and comprehensive health care for persons living with HIV (Human Immunodeficiency Virus) infection. In order to increase awareness of HIV, the 1917 Clinic provides prevention services to the greater Birmingham community including sexual health and HIV education through SHAPE and HIV Testing & Counseling. Intern Goal:  The goal of the Prevention – SHAPE Intern is to assist in coordinating 1917 Clinic Prevention Services with a focus on and SHAPE – Sexual Health Awareness through Peer Education and OraQuick HIV Testing and Counseling.  The SHAPE Intern will focus on coordinating the 1917 Clinic’s SHAPE Program.  It is ideally suited to a student who has or is currently enrolled in the SHAPE Peer Education Course, but is not limited to only those students.
It is the hope that each intern will have the opportunity to bring their creativity and ideas to improve prevention efforts for the coming year as well as the opportunity to develop skills that will be useful in their academic and professional goals.  Therefore, an Intern may develop additional projects or new ideas that can be incorporating into the internship.
Students will apply and develop multiple public health competencies including (but not limited to):

· MPH 34. Identify the causes of social and behavioral factors that affect health of individuals and populations.
· MPH 37. Describe steps and procedures for the planning, implementation and evaluation of public health programs, polices, and interventions.

· MPH 41. Apply ethical principles to public health program planning, implementation and evaluation.
Interns will share, but are not limited to, the following roles:
· Serve as a Teaching Assistant for the SHAPE Peer Education Course (HE490 – 2F/HE691 – 2F) offered on T/TH (3:30 – 4:45) at UAB 1917 Clinic. Enroll or participate in class if not previously involved.
· Coordinate SHAPE Schedule. Work with community partners to set up workshops and educational events. Communicate with current Educators and Peer Education Class (PEC) regarding schedule. 
· Maintain all SHAPE supplies and resources used for workshops and outreach and communicate with current Educators/PEC to assist with preparing resources.
· Record all evaluation information in SHAPE Excel Database.

· Prepare monthly report for SHAPE Team and 1917 staff related to outreach activities.
· Attend weekly meeting (Monday 10am) with the Prevention, Testing, & Linkage to Care Team and as needed with the Coordinator of Health Education (supervisor).
· If not already trained, attend OraQuick Training and assist with HIV Testing and Counseling within the clinic and at community events as needed.
· Participate in activities related to the AL Public Health Training Center.
· Assist with preparation of monthly and quarterly reports as relates to outreach activities of 1917 Clinic.

· Assist with other prevention or volunteer projects as needed.
