Critical elements of applications should include:

· A description of the goals of the travel award (i.e. to explore postdoctoral opportunities or to initiate a collaboration). This section should also include a description of the applicants past research and experience, an explanation of the applicants future research goals and an explanation of how the proposed visit will help the applicant attain those goals  

· Identification of a sponsor from the host institution and letter from the sponsor indicating their support 

· A proposed budget and timeline for travel 

· A proposed date and title of a research seminar given by the applicant at the host institution.
