SAT score of 1130

e A minimum high school grade point average of 3.25 on the academic classes
required for admissions to UAB

e Admittion to UAB via the Office of Undergraduate Admissions

Selection

The composite ACT or SAT score, the applicant’s high school academic grade point
average (computed on subjects required for undergraduate admission to UAB) and all
additional application material will be used in the selection process for the Program.
Students who meet all criteria and apply by the early deadline are guaranteed
admission to the Program.

Late Deadline: April 2, 2010 (based on space availability)

Notification

Students who complete the application and submit all materials by the early deadline
will be notified by December 1, 2009.

Students who apply for the late deadline will be notified by May 1, 2010.
