e Introduction to statistics, types of data, data plots, data analysis, data comparision, prob-
ability theory, discrete probability distributions, normal probability distribution, parameter
estimation, hypothesis testing, inference from two samples, correlation and regression, good-
ness of fit.

— Final exam. There will be one final exam. The final exam contributes 30% to the
course average.

In case of absence, a midterm or the
final exam might be retaken at a later point in time, if the affected student presents a
justified, written and signed confirmation from a third party (e.g. a medical doctor in
case of illness).
