Students 
should be available on 
the days and hours 
listed in the Class 
Schedule. Students 
will be assigned which 
days to attend class 
in person.

Classes will be 
conducted virtually 
using a combination 
of live and recorded 
content through 
Canvas, Zoom, and 
other tools. Students 
should reserve the 
days and hours listed 
in the Class Schedule 
for live course 
elements, determined 
by the teacher. 
Students will not 
attend class 
on-campus.
