Xenium Voucher RFA Instructions
· On the Xenium Voucher RFA website: Please download the Xenium Voucher RFA Application Template.
· To Upload your application, include the following information on the Xenium Voucher RFA website. You will be allowed to upload a single pdf to the website.
Name of PD/PI(s); 
Names of Co-Investigators; 
Email Address,
and Title of the Application
· Template is 0.5 inch margins, Arial 11.
· You will have two (2) pages on which to provide the Experimental Plan: 
a) 	Proposal objectives/goals; 
b) 	Detailed description of the proposed experiment(s); 
c) 	Timeline for proposed experiment(s); and 
d) 	 Milestone description including future grant applications and/or manuscript submissions. 
· You will have one (1) page on which to provide the Feasibility of the proposed experiment and eventual analysis. These will be factored in the review process. 
a) Applicants should demonstrate access to relevant single cell data from the tissue of interest. Provide a description of the dataset and its source whether a published reference, dataset and/or slides. This information will have to be provided in detail upon award.
b) Applicants need to provide a Data Analysis Plan. If using the full service of the U-BDS, please state and add to the budget. If using partial services of the U-BDS, describe how the analysis will proceed. Demonstrate ability to perform analysis to completion, as a laboratory or in collaboration with other investigators.
· Attach Single PDF: Application template = Cover Page, 2 page narrative including sections a-d, 1 page Feasibility (a-b), detailed budget and budget justification, references, and biosketches of PI and Co-Investigators.
TIPS for creation of your detailed budget:
a) Use the Xenium Pricing and/or U-BDS Consultation, Data Analytics and Visualization Pricing posted on the Xenium Services website to calculate an estimate of your experimental costs. We have also included Sample Budgets as an example on the Xenium Voucher RFA website.
b) Investigators applying for voucher funds will be required to provide Xenium-ready tissue sections. If your laboratory does not have tissue sectioning capabilities, we have identified two facilities on the UAB campus that offer these services: Pathology Core Research Lab and the Animal Resource Program Comparative Pathology Lab.  
c)  Investigators will also be responsible for the cost of the Genomics Core analysis of RNA quality within the sample prior to the Xenium analysis.  
d)  It is strongly recommended that interested applicants attend the 10X workshop to be held 12-1pm in BBRB 170 on April 16th. 10X representatives will be on hand to discuss Xenium Probe Design, Workflow and Analysis. 
e) It is highly recommended that interested applicants budget the U-BDS for Consultation, Data Analytics and Visualization. They are offering three distinct services: Initial Consultation (Very Strongly Recommended), TIER I and/or TIER II Services. If you choose not to include U-BDS services in your budget, be sure to indicate access to expertise and tools required for data analytics and visualization within your 2-page narrative.
