Referral/comments: 
· Indication Summary: Patient diagnosed with colon cancer at age 38. Patient was successfully treated with surgery 4 weeks ago with no additional treatment recommended.
· Family History: Family history of colon cancer, no additional information available in records

Summary of recent encounters: 
· Patient underwent screening colonoscopy approximately 3 months ago due to family history
· Colonoscopy identified colon cancer
· Patient was treated with surgery and is on surveillance4. Next follow up with oncology is scheduled in 3 months
Pathology:
· Stage I colon adenocarcinoma5 in the proximal (right side of) colon
· Absent MSH2 staining on IHC (Immunohistochemistry)6 

Differential diagnosis: 
· Lynch syndrome
· Due to MSH2 or EPCAM pathogenic variant
· Other type of hereditary colon cancer
· Familial cancer or sporadic cancer

Appointment plan:
· Assess patient’s current understanding of the reason for referral
· Collect medical history and family history 
· Educational Counseling 
· Discuss sporadic vs. familial vs. hereditary cancer 
· Overview of Lynch syndrome and possible causes for absent MSH2 staining
· Informed consent process
· Testing plan, possible results, benefits, and limitations
· Facilitate decision making
· Psychosocial counseling-scared at possibility of another cancer dx, worried for children
1 Surgical removal of part of the colon
2 Surgical removal of the uterus and cervix
3 Surgical removal of both ovaries and fallopian tubes
4 Follow up monitoring to check for recurrence (return of the cancer)
5 Cancer that started in glands of colon lining and has not spread outside the colon
6 Pathology test, absent staining indicates diagnostic testing for Lynch is recommended
