ADDITIONAL INFORMATION

m  Students will have 20-30 minutes to unload their car and move their belongings into the building.
Set up may take as long as you need, but please be aware that other students will need elevators
for moving in and consider using the stairs.

m  Due to congestion in the residence halls on move-in day, students are limited to 1-2 move in
helpers in the hall at one time.

m  Currently, UAB does not require masks to be worn inside non-clinical university buildings. It is
optional for residents and helpers to wear a face mask/covering inside the residence halls.

m  All cars must be moved to the designated parking deck once unloaded.

m  Consider purchasing some items locally to minimize transporting and unloading essential items

m If you are considered an early arrival (i.e., moving on campus before August 18), your Program
Coordinator will contact you about your move-in day and time. You will not have to sign up for a
move-in time.

All items should fit in one mid-size sedan. If you have
more than one vehicle, the second vehicle must be
unloaded from the parking deck or pulled into the
unloading zone at a later time.

*Remember - you only have 20-30

minutes to unload your personal items.
